The following illustration is used as an example to make our
specifications perfectly plain to you.

We describe below a two piece monument giving sizes and
dimensions. In case you have had no experience in selling
monuments this information will be very valuable to you.

In all of the sizes on the monuments listed in this design book

the first set of figures represents the total length or width of
that piece; the second or middle set of figures always repre-
gents the thickness of the piece and the third or last set of
figures always represents the height of the piece.

In an ordinary two piece monument the top piece is called the
‘“‘Die”” and the bottom piece is called the ‘‘Bottom Base,”’
(BB). If the monument has three pieces, then the top piece
is called the ‘‘Die,”” the middle piece the ‘‘Base’’ and the
bottom piece the ‘‘Bottom Base.’’

In the first set of sizes giveh above the ‘‘Die’’ is one foot and four inches long or wide, and six
inches thick and one foot and six inches high. The ‘‘Bottom Base’’ (B. B.) is one foot and eight
inches long or wide and 10 inches thick and eight inches high.

In the second set of figures given above the ‘‘Die’’ is two feet and four inches long or wide and
one foot and two inches thick and two feet and eight inches high. The ‘‘Bottom Base’’ (B. B.) is
three feet long and one foot and eight inches thick and one foot high.

If you are not thoroughly familiar with monument specifications it will pay you to study this |
example very carefully. |

Our
Mill is located near these famous Georgia Marble Quarries,
which enables us to furnish our customers this Matchless
Stone, in all its beauty and goodness, at very reasonable
prices. Georgia Marble comes in three standard colors:
White, Creole and Silver Grey. The Creole is sometimes called
a blue and white mottled Marble. If your customers want the
best Marble the country affords, insist on their taking Georgia
Marble, and they’ll always be satisfied.

A BRIEF HISTORY OF GEORGIA MARBLE
Proving It to Be the Matchless Monumental Material

In the early days amid the hills of North Georgia dwelt the
Cherokees. They hunted in the foothills at the base of the
Blue Ridge Mountains and their physical wants being supplied
they turned to fashioning bowls and vases from the ‘‘beauti-
ful stone’” which we call marble. They ground their corn
with heavy pestles of the same material and also fashioned
their spears and arrows from it. For diversion they would
sally forth to war upon the Creeks.

Beautiful crystal-like pieces of the ‘‘white stone’’ were
strung together and these necklaces were the pride of many
a squaw. Crystal globes of many colors aided the ‘‘Medicine
Man”’ in performing wonderful cures—also foretold the future
matings of the maidens to the braves—but the coming of the
white man was the real beginning of the work to follow, and
a great industry now is founded where the early settlers first
discovered the marble wealth hidden just beneath the soil in
Longswamp Valley.

As they traded with each other, many were the quarrels be-
tween them. Many battles for possession spilt the blood of
whites and red men. When a treaty was made between them,

the Cherokee tribe was removed to the reservation in Indian
Territory, and the lands that they had occupied were parceled
out by lot to the citizens.

Many miles in length is the belt of purest marble that came
into final possession of the white race. Its depth has never
been determined—below the floors of present quarries one to
two hundred feet deep. The richness of its enormous resources
is beyond conception or estimate—except that millions of
cubic feet have heen quarried from Pickens County alone.

When you look across a section of the marble country from
the mountain top, you realize that here is enough material at
hand to build all the monumental buildings in the United
States. The quarries, from which the country’s past supply of
marble has been cut, look like rabbit holes here and there
in the valley below; yet each of these quarries would hold one
of the large office buildings of New York or Chicago. Here
there is as much marble available as will be required to supply
the greatest demands of the future for generations to follow.

In the early days only the surface marble was taken from
the hillsides. The work required in getting out the blocks and
cutting them for tombstones was executed by hand.

These stones were loaded on ox carts and hauled to market,
over many miles of rough and steep roads through a moun-
tainous country, and were then sold and shipped to distant
points for the making of tombs and monuments, that stand
today as early specimens of this now world famous quarry
region.

So perfectly have they withstood the wear and tear of time
and the storms and seasons for generation after generation,
that they still remain in full possession of all their original
beauty and strength.

The great amount of manual labor that was required, before
they were erected in church yards, made them so costly that
only the wealthy were able to buy. Being of such great natural
beauty, they were very highly prized even in the days before
railroads were built—one wagon load having been hauled all
the way to Philadelphia.

In 1840, the first mill for sawing marble was erected near
Tate, in North Georgia. It was a very primitive affair, but it




had marble saws that were operated by water power. Later
on a mill was erected that had a larger number of saws.

In 1883, capitalists and scientists were attracted to this
section of Georgia because of its unquestioned marble riches.
They became interested in the development of the industry
on a larger scale. A considerable amount of money was in-
vested. Steam mills were erected, new quarries were opened,
large and powerful modern machines were manufactured and
installed to facilitate handling the marble in the quarries and
mills. A main railroad line was built through the marble sec-
tion and branch lines were built to the adjoining quarries.

Samples were examined and analyzed by the greatest of
authorities in the United States. Specimens of this marbie
were prepared on glass slides for microscopic examination.
They were about one-thousandth part of an inch in thickness.
They were examined under a microscope that magnified their
surfaces one hundred and fifty times. They were found to be
composed entirely of a erystalline mosiac, closely amalgamated
with no visible openings or crevices of any kind for the ab-
sorption and retention of water.

Then cubes of Georgia Marble were dried at 220° F. until
their weight was constant. They were then placed iz water
at 60° F. for 24 hours. They were re-weighed after this accu-
rate test and each was found to have absorbed less tlian six
one-thousandths of one per cent of moisture.

These, and other authentic Government tests show that the
highest absorption of any of the varieties of Georgia Marble is
ninety per cent less than the densest granites. 'That is why
each rain washes clean the surface of Georgia Marble and does
not permanently stain or mar its beauty.

When stone is porous it will absorb moisture and dirt that
causes the destruetion and discoloring of the natural material.
Freezing causes the moisture to powerfully expand, breaking
up the small component particles and giving easier access to
the further destructive action of foreign substance that is al-
ways present in the atmosphere.

Marble that does not absorb liquids will not disintegrate or
decompose in any climate. Every absorption test shows that
Georgia Marble is so constituted as to insure the utmost dura-
hility, beauty and strength.

‘With the knowledge of its enduring quality in mind, let as
give the actual strength of the quarried marble.

Three-inch cubes were tested upon a United States Standard
Reihle Testing Machine of 100,000 lbs. capacity. Two with-
stood 112,000 and 109,300 lbs. pressure respectively, without
crushing—which is a much greater load than the machine

should be allowed to carry. The average crushing strength of
the marble cubes was over 12,000 1bs. per square inch-—almost
1,000 tons per square foot.

The comparative crushing tests of various kinds of Georgia
Marble are as follows:

These tests will remove from the minds of the most skeptical
the impression that marble depends on some anticipated future
chemical action of the atmosphere to give it great strength.
Its natural, stable, uniform and enduring strength makes it
an always safe and dependable material from which to con-
struct the heaviest monuments, elaborate mausoleums or large
buildings.

The quarrying of Georgia Marble requires the patient and
persistent efforts of man and machinery. There is no such
things as blasting, or splitting loose—for _Georgia Marble, in
its natural bed and wherever it is found in finished building
form, is a massive unit of solid and compact material.

It cannot be removed from the earth in large areas, or
wrested from its bed with one operation, to furnish material
for the construction of a complete building.

As each single block of Georgia Marble is being quarried, a
steam channeling machine travels back and forth over a steel
rail track and cuts a narrow channel through the solid marble
bed. The cutting tool rapidly delivers the strokes with great
force as the machine moves slowly forward, and the cuttings
are removed with a stream of water that flows into the chan-
nel from a hose at one end and washes out the pulverized mar-
ble waste.

‘When the required channel cuts have been made around a
block that is to be removed, it is necessary to undercut the
block in order to release it. This is accomplished by drilling a
series of horizontal holes in a straight line beneath the block
and so close together that, when the wedges are driven into
these cuttings, the block can be sufficiently raised to permit
a heavy chain to be fastened around it.

One after another, blocks are cut out on the same level,
working towards the walls of the quarry. Another opening is
then made in the floor where the work will begin on the next
level. The quarries go down to great depths, as the marble is
cut from each floor, four to five feet lower than the preceding
floor.




While the work is slow and tedious in the quarry, the marble
blocks are far from their finished form, and a great investment
is represented in the mills to deliver their products to the
dealers throughout the country.

The blocks, as cut from the quarry, are raised to the surface
by a huge steam derrick, and loaded on flat cars, and hauled
to the storage yards. Large locomotives operate over the
tracks that traverse every section of storage yards and mill
yards and through the mills as it is being sawed and finished.

Acres of marble surround the mills. Here are huge blocks
weighing several tons—just as they were taken from one of
the quarries. Here are sawed blocks and slabs of every size,
ready to be selected for the finished product.

There is so much marble, in various sizes and shapes, that
you imagine a country of snow-covered hills and valleys in
which the perpetual verdant foliage, red soil and Georgia sun-
shine play havoe in phenomenal contrast.

In the finishing mills, the saws are set in gangs of a dozen
or more to each frame that swings backward and forward. The
abrasive material is fed into the slowly deepening grooves as
needed, and is washed beneath the blades, as a block of marble
is sawed through in one direction, to divide it into several large
slabs. Various are the sizes, shapes and forms into which
the huge blocks are sawed and cut and trimmed before they are
smoothed and polished, or finished in the many different de-
signs.

Monuments or mausoleums are designed by talented artists,
and their detailed drawings are carefully followed by the chisel-
ing artisans who carve the blocks. Thousands of expert work-
men are employed by this industry. Many are the sons and
grandsons of the men who lived and worked in this marble
country during the period when it was first settled by the
white race.

The character of the work requires skilled labor in every
process from quarrying to the ornamental chiseling of beauti-
ful monuments and mausoleums. The community about these
marble quarries represents and reflects in its moral and Chris-
tian religion, a personificatiton of the purity of its geographical
formation. The surrounding country is very productive agri-
culturally, and the people are prosperous. Towns and cities
are quiet—but ideal for residence. Progress is not at all
backward in bringing the conveniences and comforts of the
present day, without establishing the vice and degenerating
influences which have been found to exist in some quarrying
or mining regions.

Every process in the quarry and mill is expensive, because
of the natural formation of Georgia Marble and for this reason,
less costly materials are often used in forms of inferior con-
struction where durability, strength and lasting beauty are
not of permanent consideration.

Georgia Marble is the ideal building material of this genera-
tion. The thousands of monuments and mausoleums—the ex-
teriors_and interiors of hundreds of public buildings and edi-
fices of individuals and corporations—all retain their original
beauty today—as sound, substantial and perfect as they were
the day Georgia Marble was endorsed and selected because of
its superiority of material and workmanship.

All carvings and
all emblems appearing on designs will be on the monument
unless you direct us to leave them off. Be sure to give this
matter your careful attention in sending in your orders, as
this will save trouble and expense.

FOOTSTONES —MARBLE

One footstone is included with each single marble monu-
ment. The double monuments have two, and those with three
inscriptions have three. Additional footstones will be fur-
nished at $3.00 each. :
OUR TERMS

Our terms are cash on delivery of the monument to the pur-
chaser’s nearest railroad station. Please remember that it's
ALL IMPORTANT to you and to us that you make sales only
to customers who will pay you promptly on delivery of the
work. Unless you can make collections, neither you nor our-
selves will realize anything from our efforts. We are relying
on your good judgment entirely as to who is reliable. We
do not ask you to guarantee collection, but we do ask that
you be sure that you will be able to make the collection be-
fore accepting an order.

EMBLEMS—MARBLE AND GRANITE

For $3.00 we’ll trace emblem of any fraternal or secret or-

der. Should you prefer the emblem carved on the monument




instead of traced, our price for same would be $4.00 extra for each
emblem. A traced emblem on granite monument is $6.00 and a
carved emblem is $10.00.

BASES AND BOTTOM BASES

Remember that our Marble monuments will all be furnished
with bases and bottom bases built out of Marble. If your
order calls for Granite. the base and bottom base will also
be Granite. We never use any cheap substitutes in any of
our work.

SOME GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS

Read carefully your Design Book, so that you’ll fully un-
derstand the different dimensions of the monuments according
to sizes given. You will then know exactly what you're sell-
ing and the information will enable you to determine the
design that will meet the tastes and the requirements of the
persons you wish to sell. Remember the more familiar you
are with the designs the easier it will be for you to make sales.

Most of the designs shown are in two or more parts. If
sizes are given for a ‘‘Die, Base, and Bottom Base,” it is a
three-piece monument, and if a ““Cap and Urn’’ are added,
it is a five--piece monument. It is usually figured in ordinary
monumental work to have the Base two inches wider all
around than the Die. This is called a ‘‘projection,”” and on
this projection a wash or bevel is eut. The Die is the part on
which inseription is cut, and the family name generally ap-
pears on the Base.

USE OF BRIMSTONE. PLASTER PARIS AND
DOWEL PINS —MARBLE DESIGNS

With all socket base jobs we furnish sufficient Brimstone
to set them properly. Simply melt the Brimstone in a can or
old pan, pour it into the socket and hold the headstone in
position for a few minutes, and it will harden and become
cement.

Some monuments require dowel pins, and some require
Plaster Paris. We always send what is necessary to make
proper erection. In using the Plaster Paris, you simply mix
it with water and it will soon harden. Most all of our square

Die jobs do not require anything to hold them up. Be sure to
have the foundations level and you’ll have no trouble, as the
monuments will be held securely by their own weight.

WORK OF ERECTION

It is customary for the purchaser to haul the work from
the depot and also furnish the labor to make the erection.
When taking the order it is best to have these matters agreed
on. We hope that you can personally look after the erection
whenever possible. All monuments should be taken out of the
depot and erected without delay, as the railroads will charge
storage on all delays. We do not pay storage charges.

INSCRIPTION LETTERS-MARBLE

Only one inscription will be furnished with any single monu-
ment ordered. Prices on double monuments include two inscrip-
tions and two verses. Extra inscriptions will be charged for at the
rate of 15 cents for each letter contained in the added name
and dates.

VERSE LETTERS—MARBLE

On every single monument we will cut, free of charge, a
verse or epitaph, not to exceed forty (40) letters. Any above
this number will be charged for at the rate of eight cents
each. A list of suitable verses will be found on first page
of this Catalog. Always use your best efforts to induce cus-
tomers to use short verses. It is now customary not to use
the words ‘“Born and Died”’ and we want to urge you in
every instance possible, have your customer to leave these
words off, and use something similar to the inscriptions given
below :

Owing fo the high cost of cutting Granite Letters and the fact that the
lettering on small work often amounts to half the cost of the memorial all
prices on granite monuments shown in this hook include an inscription of
not more than thirty sunken letters. If customer wants additional sunken
inscription letters above the thirty you will have to add fifty cents per letter
to our list price when quoting customer. You should get this definitely fixed
in their minds that the amount of lettering they use will have a great deal to
do with the price.

On every monument shown in this hook that shows a family name same
will be furnished on the monument without any extra cost.

The following table will give you the actual cost of the different kinds
of Granite Letters. This table, you will understand, refers to inscription
letters. On small sunken verse letters, which are always the same size, we are
making a low price of forty cents per letter:

PRICES

All prices in this list include average sunk inscription of 30 letters.
Small Ttalic sunk verse letters can be furnished for 40c each extra to the
price of the memorial. If the family name appears on the design, a name
with a similar number of letters and style will be placed on the memorial
without extra charges.

MARKERS, INDIVIDUAL

The present customary method when buying a Granite memorial is to
only place the family name on the memorial proper, then buy an individual
marker to place at the foot of the grave giving the full name, date of birth
and death. By helping to adopt this custom, you help to beautify the ceme-

tery and add much to the beauty of the lot. It is so frequent the beauty
of the memorial is spoiled by too much lettering.

CASH DISCOUNT

A number of customers have the ready cash, and express a desire to
make it go as far as possible, and for the benefit of cash accompanying order,
we will allow 3 per cent from the listed price. We can make it earn on an
average that amount, and feel it is right to give our customers the benefit
of this liberal discount. When cash is paid in advance, we authorize freight
agent to advance or prepay the freight. Safe delivery is gunaranteed. In the
event of damage, we will have the railroad to pay us damage, and if damaged
to such an extent it is not acceptable will reship any such part. Always
examine shipments carefully at the railroad station and see that they are in
good order. If not, have the local freight agent note damage on the freight
bill and send fo us and it will be adjusted, we assuming the responsibility.

FREIGHT

Our published price includes freight to nearest shipping point. All
freight bills should be preserved and mailed to us with remittance to entitle
customer to credit.  The accounting department requires the freight bill to
check against the published through rate. If an overcharge occurs, we must
have the bill to recover the amount.

DELIVERY

Ordinarily, within 30 to 40 days we can have ready for shipment any
medium sized Memorial. South of the Mason and Dixon line and east of the
Mississippi River, the shipment should not be in transit longer than 10 to
15 days, and beyond, not longer than 20 to 30 days. When on the road
longer, authorize tracer. On large memorials requiring considerable time to
manufacture, give as much time as possible to prepare. If your customer is
in no special rush arrange with him to allow sufficient time in course of
preparation to give the highest class of work obtainable. We will make an
extraordinary effort to take care of any rush order.

SPECTAL INFORMATION

Our list prices on Granite Monuments priced at $250.00 or more include
a granite footstone. Tf for less than $250.00 add $6.00 for each granite foot-
stone. If customer does not want to pay this $6.00 extra for a granite foot-
stone on granite monuments costing less than $250.00 we will furnish free
of charge a marble footstone to match.

The size of a granite footstone is about 6 inches wide. 4 inches thick and
1 ft. high with only top finished to carry initial letters. Tt is made to he
placed in ground abhout 8 inches.
